I am writing to you on behalf of the Branch Committee.  I regret that the news I have is sad, although not unexpected to many of you with ‘local contacts’.  So, you may have heard already.

Late on the night of Wednesday 2 January our former long-serving Branch Secretary Don Brookes passed away.  Some/many of you may be aware that he had been very poorly and in declining health for a long period.  He continued to fade during the latter part of 2007, as our President Gilbert Isom used to tell us on the Branch Committee each month following his regular visits to see Don, and his wife Marie.

Don took a turn for the worse with yet another problem about a week before Christmas, and was admitted to Frenchay Hospital for careful and attentive nursing.  His health deteriorated further, however, and he was moved to Intensive Care.  It was an uneven battle, and I am afraid he was lost to us all at about 11:30pm on that Wednesday night.  Lorraine Alsop, his daughter, spoke to Gilbert with the sad news, and she has also now kindly just let us know the funeral arrangements.
The Funeral will take place at Christ Church, Downend, Bristol
 at 2pm next Wednesday 16 January.  Parking is limited, perhaps use the Car Park off Cleeve Hill – diagonal road on map – and walk through.
This will be followed by a short service at Westerleigh Crematorium at 3pm.  Following that, arrangements are being made for the Wake to take place at Lorraine’s house, which is at 6 Brackenbury Drive, Stoke Gifford, Bristol  BS34 8XD; to which all will be welcome.
